By the way, if you work for yourself, you don't get a W2 form. You will fill out something
called a Schedule C if you want to look at that. You must use the regular 1040 form (not EZ)
if you work for yourself and fill out a Schedule C.

You can finish this for your next lesson. That's all you have to do for your next lesson.

Searching “scam” is helpful. Some other tips are to read reviews on Amazon and not just
look for a lot of stars. People pay people to give them five stars, or promise to pay them if
they leave a review with five stars. People will point that out in reviews. Check the 1 star
reviews and look for complaints about bad practices like that. On Facebook, it's a common
scam to steal a legitimate ad and then send people to your knockoff product. People see
the ad and might comment that they have the thing and love it. They are talking about the
real product. Look for the brand name and the name on the site. And carefully compare the
site to the ad. There is a generic ad that is adapted to many things about how the person
used to work for some famous company but got kicked out for pointing out how they were
lowering quality. | have seen that same story ad for several products! It's a scam. There are
